1. Sealed tenders are invited by the Principal, G.B. Pant Engineering College Pauri-Garhwal for supply of “Furniture”.
2. The last date for tender submission is 10 Mar 2010 up to 10.30 a.m. and will be opened on the same day at 11.a.m. The tender received after the due date and time will not be accepted.

3. The sealed tender must have two sealed envelops in it, one envelop should have Technical bid and second envelop should have Financial bid. The sealed covers should have clear marking as “Technical bid” and “Financial bid”.  

4. The technical bid will be opened first on the due date and financial bid will be opened later for those tendered which qualify in technical bid.

5. Each tender is to be enclosed in a sealed envelope duly super scribed “Tender for the Supply of Furniture”. The tenders should be addressed to the Principal, G. B. Pant Engg. College, Ghurdauri, Pauri Garhwal and should also bear the address of tenderer.
6. The Yearly Turnover of the tenderer should be minimum of 1.0 Crore  in the last three financial year. Proof must be enclosed with Technical Bid.

7. The tenderers are required to bring exact sample of the Furniture quoted by them. It must have exact dimensions and similar shade of painting at the time of opening of Technical Bid evaluations. 
8. The principal has right to increase the quantity mentioned in the documents. 

9. The Principal has right to accept or reject any tender without assigning any reason. 

10. The Wooden furniture items will be polished at the College only after verification of the Items. 
11. All tenderer are advised to give name & designation of the person signing the tender for and also in person who shall represent at the time of opening of tender. 

12. Rates quoted must be F.O.R. G. B. Pant Engg. College, Ghurdauri, Pauri Garhwal. The rates must include packing, forwarding and transit insurance charges. The same should be insured against theft, loss, damage and/or breakage during transit by the supplier before dispatch is made. The responsibility in this respect will be of the supplying firm and not of the college.
13. Supply of the goods is acceptable on bill basis only. R.R. or documents through bank are not acceptable.
14. Payment shall be made from the date of receipt of goods in proper/satisfactory/working condition.
15. Tender documents must be submitted consisting of notice inviting tender, tender form, general terms & conditions of supply, schedule of quantities duly filled, completed & signed by the tenderer.
16. The tender should be submitted along with an FDR/TDR/CDR as Earnest Money in favour of Principal, G.B. Pant Engineering College, payable at Pauri. Tender without proper earnest money shall not be considered. No cheque shall be accepted. Earnest Money deposited earlier, if any, shall not be considered. 21. Part supply shall not be accepted normally. However, in genuine cases, permission may be granted.
22. Trade/Sales Tax/VAT or any other tax or other charges on the material, which has not been mentioned while quoting their rates, shall not be paid by the College under any circumstances.
23. The terms & conditions given by the supplier will not be binding on us. Conditional tenders shall be rejected at the sole discretion of the Principal of the  College.
24. The manufacturer should mention their address of manufacturing unit so that the site may be inspected, by the principal or his representative for confirming the quality control and testing of materials. 
25. In case of supply order being placed on you: “As time is the essence of this order, the date of delivery should be strictly adhered to; otherwise, the College reserves the right not to accept delivery in part or full and claim the liquidated damages at the rate of 1% per week subject to a maximum of 10% of total value of the supply order.”
26. The tenderer shall, at all times, assure the purchaser, at no cost to the purchaser, against all third party claims of infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design rights arising 
from the use of the goods or any part thereof, with respect to the goods quoted by the supplier in his offer.
27. The tender so submitted shall be governed by the laws of India and be interpreted in accordance with such laws.
28. In case of any dispute arising in process of the tender, the matter shall be referred to the sole arbitrator who in such cases shall be the Principal, G.B. Pant Engineering College, Pauri and whose verdict shall be binding on both the parties.
29. The tenderers may be called for technical discussion by the purchase committee duly constituted or nominated by the Principal.
